Local Area Weather Tracking 

· Lesson Plan Notes: 

· Prior knowledge needed:  
· How to use thermometer

· Basic map skills 

· Skill:  
· Understand the correlation of the symbols on a weather map with the outside weather. 
· Sunshine State Standard:

· SC.6.E.7.3- Describe how global patterns such as the jet stream and ocean currents influence local weather in measurable terms such as temperature, air pressure, wind direction and speed, and humidity and precipitation. 

· Materials needed: 

· Go Green with Publix 

· Electronic newspaper 

· Interactive whiteboard (IAWB) Optional
· Time Allotment: 

· 10 minutes per class period for a duration of 2 weeks 
· Activity: 

· Before class/ previous lessons:  Student preparation of how to read weather instruments 
· During class:  
· Day 1: 

· Students will read and discuss “Climate Change (Global Warming) as a Global Issue” in the Go Green Publication
· Day 2:

·  In small groups, different students each day will go outside of the classroom to collect temperature, barometric pressure, wind speed, wind direction, precipitation and time of day.
· Students will view the local weather using the e-edition of the newspaper 

· Students will use the IWB to track their information they have collected for their classroom 

· Extension/ Enrichment:  

· Students can continue collecting data for longer periods of time and then compare to previous years’ data to analyze the local weather trends to determine if global warming is impacting their area.

·  Weather information chart
