· Skill:  
· Students will be able to recognize daily activities that consume energy and materials 
· Students will be able to develop a plan to reduce, reuse and recycle in their daily lives

· Activity: 

· Before class/ previous lessons:  
· Create Carbon Footprint data table for students to complete during lesson

· During class:  
· Students will read and discuss the article “What’s Your Shoe Size?” in the Go Green Publication
· Students will go to http://www.nature.org/initiatives/climatechange/calculator/ to determine their carbon footprint 

· Do for individual and one for household 

· Using the IWB, students will chart their information and compare with classmates 

· Extension/ Enrichment:  

· Students will read the article “What Can We Do to Reduce Our Footprint?” in the Go Green publication.  Students will then list ways to reduce their own footprint based on their data collection.  

· Assessment:
